
Not only the turbines 
themselves disfigure 
the landscape, but also 
all the other associated 
structures - substations, 
switchgear buildings, 
quarries, roads and 
tracks. 

The Breaker Hill wind turbines are to be 99 metres (325 feet) high. 
 
They will be seen from : 
Colmonell Main Street. 
Pinwherry, Barrhill Road - high visibility. 
The  A714 - the main road leading in to the area from the south - high 
visibility. 
The Barr to Pinmore road - high visibility.  
The Pinmore to Lendalfoot road - high visibility.  
The Wheeb to Bardrochat road - high visibility. 
High visibility for most of the length of the old Coach Road between 
Pinwherry and Colmonell - a public footpath.

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Developers plan to build 15 wind turbines 99 metres 
high on Breaker Hill and Craig Hill near Poundland, 
Pinwherry in the beautiful Stinchar Valley. 
It is proposed to bring the turbines from the A77 through 
Colmonell and up a new access track at Almont. 

This would bring the total number of 
windfarms around the valley to FIVE  
(177 TURBINES).

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Sites of Special 
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· Being so close to  three, and possibly four, other large 

windfarms would have considerable cumulative impact. �
�
· The site does not fall within the preferred area designated for 

windfarms within Ayrshire. 
 
· Tourism is vitally important to the area, depending on the 

natural and unspoilt beauty of the valley. This would be 
completely transformed by the windfarm, discouraging visitors. 

 
· Roads in the valley are narrow and could be damaged by 

construction traffic. Access for emergency vehicles could also 
be affected. 

 
· Listed buildings in the conservation village of Colmonell could 

be damaged by 12 months of construction traffic. 
 
· New access roads and tracks up the hillside would scar the 

landscape. 
 
· House values can be reduced by proximity to windfarms. 
 
· Wind turbines are continuously noisy when in use and can be 

heard over a large distance. 
 
· The clear felling of the forestry proposed by the developers will 

destroy the habitat of the red squirrel, a protected and 
endangered species. 

 
· The turbines will be a danger to birds, (particularly raptors), 

bats, and other wildlife. 
 
· The project is unlikely to provide long term local employment. 
 
· The site lies within a “Scenic Area” as defined by the South 

Ayrshire Council Local Plan. Surely such an area should be 
protected from industrial development. 

 
· It is immediately adjacent to two Special Areas of Conservation 

which are strictly protected sites designated under the EC 
Habitats Directive, and is adjacent to three Sites of Special 
Scientific Interest.  A development on this scale would have a 
lasting effect on the local ecology.
